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In PSHE the children have been thinking about community and the younger children have been 

thinking in particular about the rules we have in our school to make it safe and happy. In 

geography the younger children created an obstacle course with the Commando Joe’s 

equipment and then used accurate directional language to help someone navigate the 

course.  The older children have been finding out about the symbols used in the Ordnance Survey 

maps. 
 

In RE we have been learning about faith and ‘People of God’.  This week the children interviewed 

Rev Alex to find out more about why he changed his life to become a curate.  In computing the 

children have been thinking about digital media presentations and information including using 

software to create presentations and add audio.
